TEXAS MONTHLY RECEIVES 
FOUR NATIONAL MAGAZINE AWARD NOMINATIONS
Nominations Include General Excellence and Feature Writing
Austin, Texas—March 10, 2010—The American Society of Magazine Editors (ASME) today announced that Texas Monthly has been nominated for four National Magazine awards. The magazine received nominations in the categories of General Excellence, Feature Writing, and two nominations in the category of Leisure Interests. The winners will be announced at the National Magazine Awards Annual Gala in New York City on April 22. 
The General Excellence award recognizes overall editorial achievement. Submissions in this category were the September, November and December 2009 issues.
The Leisure Interests award recognizes excellent service journalism focusing on recreational activities and special interests. The submissions in this category were the August 2009 issue cover story, “The 50 Greatest Hamburgers in Texas” and the December 2009 issue cover story, “Step Right Up.”

The Feature Writing award honors the stylishness and originality with which the writer treats her or his subject. The story nominated for this category is Skip Hollandsworth’s May 2009 issue story, “Still Life.” 

Upon learning of the nomination, Texas Monthly editor Jake Silverstein said, “Being identified by our peers as one of the best magazines in the country is thrilling and a powerful validation of the high standards we bring to our work. I’m extremely proud of everyone at the magazine and the work they do month in and month out.”
The National Magazine Awards, established in 1966 by ASME, are administered by the Graduate School of Journalism of Columbia University and sponsored by ASME. The awards are widely considered to be the magazine industry’s most prestigious recognition, equivalent to the newspaper industry’s Pulitzer prize. Since its first issue, Texas Monthly has won a total of nine National Magazine Awards and received 58 nominations.
Texas Monthly has a circulation of 300,000 and is read by more than 2.4 million people each month—one out of every eight Texas adults. Texas Monthly is published by Emmis Publishing, L.P. Emmis owns and operates radio stations and other magazines.
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
